AKC FEES include an event service fee of $3.00 and a recording fee of $.50 for each dog entered at any Licensed or Member Club Show, Obedience Trial or Tracking Test, and a $3.00 recording fee for Rally.  These fees are to be collected by the show-giving club and paid to the American Kennel Club.  If a dog is entered in more than one obedience class in the show, the recording fee is to be collected on the first entry only (AKC Rules Chap. 11, Sec. 2).
BITCHES IN SEASON - Entry fee less $5.00 will be refunded to entrants of bitches in these obedience trials upon written certification by a licensed veterinarian to the effect that the bitch in question is in season on the day of the trial.  Notification must be received by the Secretary before 8:00 A.M. on the trial day.
TRANSFERS will be allowed after the closing date up until 30 minutes prior to the trial if the next level class and judge are available. Requests must be made in writing to the trial secretary.
A WAIT LIST will be maintained through the closing date.
CRATE SPACE IS LIMITED.  Please place chairs in front of crates.


CLEAN UP after your dog.  Any exhibitor failing to do so may be excused without benefit of refund if the Trial Committee deems there is a violation of this requirement.  Cleaning supplies and disposal containers are available at various locations around the show grounds.
